   Jesus said, “Love the Lord your God with all your heart,

soul, mind, and strength.... [and] love others as yourself.”

"  Neglecting one’s children "  Lying and cheating

"  Provoking one’s children "  Laziness and irresponsibility

"  Lack of love and compassion "  Immature attitudes and behavior

"  Disrespectful of others "  Lack of self-discipline

"  Insensitivity toward others "  Violent temper and behavior

"  Envy and jealousy "  Crude behavior

"  Bitterness – holding a grudge "  Coarse, obscene language

"  Gossip and slander "  Sexual lust and immorality

"  Judging others unjustly "  Homosexual behavior

"  Taking advantage of others "  Alcohol and/or drug abuse

"  Showing favoritism toward "  Gluttony (over-eating)
